The improvement ciubs and res!dents
of Fruitvale are divided over the two
park sites. In the proposed park dond
issue an {tem will be included for the
acquisition of a public park for the
annexed district. The John M. Spring
property consists of eleven acres of
beautiful grounds, all improved with
rare trees and wide lawns, and is situ-
ated on Fruitvale avenue ahout mid-
way between upper and lower Frult.
vale. The owners ask $30,000 for the
property.

The Dimond bomestead, comprising
twelve acres, can be secured for $60,-
900. While it is not improved, as is
the other site, it possesses far greater
npatural bgauty and is accessible to
East Oakland residents as well as to
sacuitvale. It would require several
thousand dollars, it is belleved, before
{t would be opened as a pudiic park.
The purchase of this site has been in-
dorsed by the Fruftvale Improvement
Assoclation, and the Hopkine 8treet
and Laurel Grove Improvement clubs,
while the Taxpayers’ League is work-
ing to secure the purchase of the
Spring property.
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
